Learning Targets:

Knowledge: 
The importance of the Constitution, law, contracts, warranties, public policies, and causes                          and effects of 
crime in American and the criminal justice process.
Skills:

Students will be able to analyze/use primary sources to investigate criminal law and understand the
 processes of civil law. Students will be able to articulate the major arguments in a case and anticipate opposing arguments.
Dispositions: 

Students will think critically about the effects of crime in the U.S. and recognizing the importance of law and the role it plays in everyday situations.

There will be a MANDATORY Street Law competition in the spring (project grade). Failure to attend the competition will result in an automatic ‘U’ in the class.
